The Director of Civil Defence Emergency Management, John Hamilton, said it is a credit to the school to see the Education Gazette highlighting its efforts to educate its children and their families about emergency preparedness and to be involved in the national earthquake drill, New Zealand ShakeOut, in September.

Each term the school has an emergency procedures practice and makes sure children have information to take home. Many of the school’s families are new to the country and English is their second language. The information their children bring home is an important part of the family’s and community’s learning about the hazards in the area and how to prepare for emergencies.

As well as practising emergency drills, awareness of natural disasters is highlighted through different curriculum activities. Children have studied the Auckland volcanic field, the Christchurch earthquake and the earthquake and tsunami that hit Japan.
Learning about natural disasters will continue and there will be a special focus on the topic in the lead up to New Zealand ShakeOut.
Students from the school, and also from Mt Eden Primary School, appear in the Ministry of Civil Defence & Emergency Management’s new earthquake preparedness television commercials.
