By law, people are required to evacuate when requested to do so by the police and other emergency services personnel.
People in coastal areas, particularly Bluff, Riverton, Fortrose, Waikawa and Stewart Island, are advised to evacuate immediately and seek their own accommodation.
People in Milford Sound are advised to seek higher ground immediately and await further instructions.
If people are unable to find their own accommodation in safe inland areas, they should make their way to the Civil Defence welfare centre at Stadium Southland. 
People should avoid beaches and shore areas and not go sightseeing.
