People in coastal areas should evacuate immediately. 
TAKE ACTION NOW – DO NOT WAIT FOR MORE MESSAGES BEFORE YOU ACT.
Follow instructions of local civil defence authorities – Tararua District Council has instructed coastal residents to take the following actions:
Door to door evacuations are taking place.

Stay away from all coastal water, tidal estuaries, rivers and streams.

· Move to higher ground immediately, or if the surrounding area is flat, inland, as far

from the coastline as possible. 
· Walk quickly if possible, drive only if essential. If driving, keep going

once you are well outside of all evacuation zones, to allow room for others

behind you.

· Anyone along the coast or river estuary must evacuate your family and

staff to higher ground first.  If you have time, move livestock and domestic

animals to higher ground.

· Stay out of the evacuated area until given the official “all-clear”. Continue to

listen to your radio.

· Boats are generally safer in water deeper than 20 metres than if they are close to

the shore. It is not safe to try to move a boat if a tsunami is imminent.

Tararua District Council has also instructed anyone travelling through the district to stay away from coastal areas.
